Template Specifications:  What they Mean/How to Use the Templates - Part 2

Welcome to the C Squared Communications Podcast, where we outline some of the basic concepts of print and media production. C Squared believes that the more you know about media production, the more successful your next project will be. 

This podcast segment continues the discussion on template specifications:  what they mean and how to use them.

Previously, we reviewed the types of templates offered and where to find them on our website (www.c2media.us). And we decided to concentrate on the EPS format due to its diecut and trim functionality. We’ll continue now with another template.

Template D2005.eps is a disc jacket that holds 1 disc plus a jewel case folder or booklet. (Again, refer to the actual template during this overview.) The template shows that the disc sleeve portion has a one-inch thumb notch that allows for easy access to the disc. At the opposite end of the jacket is the slanted pocket that folds to hold the other printed matter (jewel case folder or booklet). The same trim line, fold line and bleed line color conventions are used (as the D1000 sleeve). This will be the standard throughout.

Next, check out Digipak template D15004.eps. This is a 6 panel digipak that holds 1 disc. You’ll note the placement of the digipak tray on panel #1, with the circle being the standard convention. You’ll also note that the fold and trim lines are more intricate than on the other templates we’ve reviewed. But they are still easily understood because they have the same naming characteristic.

A hint:  if you print out this file and then fold and cut it to the lines noted, you’ll get a working understanding of the template. This is a good method to employ for other templates as well – it eliminates complications and simplifies the entire process.
